INTRODUCTION
Salve Regina University and the Multicultural Affairs
Council of Aquidneck Island have been committed to
the educational advancement of multicultural students
and students committed to diversity.

To be eligible for the AIMS Scholarship
you must:

• Be a member of one of the four
federally recognized minority groups (African
American, Hispanic/Latino American, Asian American,
and/or Native American), or a student that demon-
strates a commitment to diversity and multiculturalism
within their High School or local community.

• Gain admission to Salve Regina University.
• Demonstrate the academic potential for

success.
• Have a demonstrated financial need.

How many scholarships are available?

The number of scholarships offered varies from year to
year, depending on the availability of funds. In past
years, Salve Regina University has selected several
scholars per year. The selection process for the schol-
arship is competitive.

How do I apply?

Please be
sure all materials are received by the deadline.

How much is the scholarship worth?

The Aquidneck Island Multicultural Scholarship is a
standard full tuition grant. This grant replaces all
awarded university funds. You may qualify for addi-
tional grants and loans to help meet room and board
costs if you choose to live on campus.

Is the scholarship renewable?

Yes, AIMS scholars must remain in good academic
standing; Full-time matriculated students are in Good
Academic Standing when they earn semester and
cumulative grade point averages (GPA) of at least 2.00
and successfully complete a minimum of 24 credits
each year.

Scholars are also required to be a part of the AIMS
Mentorship program. AIMS scholars are also strongly
encouraged to help the Office of Admissions in all
AIMS outreach programming.

Financial Aid Application Process

The Office of Financial Aid at Salve Regina University
will review your financial status and, if additional need
is determined, a financial aid package may be awarded
to you. This financial aid package may include grants,
loans, and/or work study. Financial aid applicants
should complete and submit the following forms
before March 1.
